METHODOLOGY

* The objective of this study was to measure the potato volume data for both fresh and processed potatoes during 2019 in the
United States foodservice marketplace.

* A structured survey of foodservice operators was conducted to gather potato volume usage. Channel interviews were also
conducted with 15 broadline foodservice distributors as well as processed potato suppliers active in the foodservice business to
confirm and validate market findings.

* This study was conducted by Technomic Inc. in December 2019 to reflect potato usage throughout the 2019 calendar year.
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
